I. Procedural Background

On February 28, 2000, the Central Puget Sound Growth Management Hearings Board (the
Boar d) received a Petition for Review (PFR) from Larry Kimmett (Kimmett). The matter was
assigned Case No. 00-3-0005, and captioned as Kimmett v. Kitsap County (short case hame,
Kimmett). Petitioner challenged Resolution No. 254-1999 (the Resolution) adopted by the
Kitsap County (the County) Board of Commissioners. Petitioner alleged that this action was in
noncompliance with certain provisions of the Growth Management Act (GMA or the Act).

On March 9, 2000, the Board issued “Notice of Hearing” in this matter.
On March 30, 2000, the Board received “Kitsap County’s Submittal of Index to the Record.”

The Board held a prehearing conference in this matter on April 3, 2000 at 10:00 am. in
conference room A/B of the Financial Center Building, 1215 Fourth Avenue in Seattle. Present
for the Board were members Lois H. North and Joseph W. Tovar, presiding officer. Representing
the County was Sue Tanner. Larry Kimmett represented himself, pro se. After areview of the
legal issues, the schedule and other procedural matters, the presiding officer indicated that the
prehearing order would be issued shortly.

On April 3, 2000, the Board issued the “Prehearing Order” in this matter.

On April 17, 2000, the Board received “Kitsap County’s Dispositive Motion to Dismiss for Lack
of Jurisdiction.”



On April 25, 2000, the Board received aletter from Larry Kimmett stating his wish to withdraw
his PFR.

. EINDINGS OF FACT — CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Board finds:
1. Petitioner filed a PFR, which challenged the Kitsap County adoption of
Resolution No. 254-1999.
2. The Petitioner filed aletter withdrawing his PFR.

The Board concludes:

Because the Petitioner has withdrawn his PFR, it is appropriate for the Board to dismissin its
entirety Case No. 99-3-0007.

1. ORDER

Based on the above findings and conclusions, the Board enters the following ORDER:

Petitioner’s Petition for Review (CPSGMHB Case No. 00-3-0005), challenging the
County’s adoption of Resolution No. 254-1999 is dismissed with prejudice and without
costs to either party.

The hearing on the merits for CPSGMHB Case No. 00-3-0005, tentatively scheduled for
July 10, 2000, is canceled.
