On April 9, 1997, we entered an Order finding the section regarding mineral lands of Ordinance 16291 and
16287 in continued noncompliance and required that it be brought into compliance concurrent with the
adoption of the County comprehensive plan (CP). We determined that "the County's allowance of 1 unit per 5
acre subdivisions and 1 unit per 2.5 acre planned unit developments adjacent to designated mineral resource
lands" till failed to comply with the Growth Management Act (GMA) and should be corrected at the adoption
of the CP.

The County inits May 30, 1997, memorandum in support of findings of compliance noted that the CP
generaly prohibits densities greater than 1 dwelling unit per 10 acres within one-quarter mile of mineral
resource lands. CP Policy 6.6 at 4, page 4-22. The exceptions are in three limited areas where existing higher
density lots and ongoing mineral operations already coexist.

At ahearing held June 30, 1997, at the Skagit County Courthouse, Friends of Skagit County stipulated to the
compliance of the mineral section of the CP with the Act. Appearing for Friends of Skagit County was Gerald
Steel. Representing the County was Chief Civil Deputy John Moffat and Samuel W. Plauche. All three Board
members were present.

ORDER

We find the section of the CP regarding mineral lands to be in compliance with the GMA. Consideration of
the second aspect of the April 9, 1997, Order regarding 40-acre minimum lot size in the County's rural
resource lands will take place at a compliance hearing which we now schedule for August 27, 1997, at 2:00 p.
m., at an Olympialocation to be determined.
