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In the June 2, 1999 final decision and order for this case we found the West Beach and Bayview 
residential RAIDs’ logical outer boundaries noncompliant and invalid.  In the November 23, 
1999, compliance order, we determined that substantial interference with the goals of the Growth 
Management Act (GMA, Act) continued.  
 
On February 15, 2000 we received a letter from the County which stated:

“On February 7, 2000 the Island County Board of Commissioners adopted Ordinance C-02-
00, a copy of which is enclosed with this letter.  This action amends the logical outer 
boundaries for the West Beach and Bayview RAIDs to comply with the Western Board’s 
November 23, 1999 Compliance Order.  To do so, the West Beach RAID was divided into 
two RAIDs and the Bayview residential RAID was substantially reduced in size and 
renamed Sunlight Beach.
 
The County respectfully requests that the Western Board determine that the County is now 
in compliance with the requirements of the GMA regarding its residential RAID 
designations.  The County also requests that the Western Board rescind its invalidity 
determination for these two RAIDs.”



On February 22, 2000 we sent a memo to the parties in this case setting a March 9, 2000 hearing 
date for this request and requiring that opposition to these requests be filed by March 3, 2000.  
 
On February 24, 2000 we received a letter from Island County Citizens’ Growth Management 
Coalition (ICCGMC) which stated in part:

“The County has told ICCGMC that it wants the Board to find these RAIDs in compliance 
with the Act based on the County’s amendments to the zoning atlas BEFORE the County 
makes corresponding amendments to its Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Code.  Currently 
the Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Code continue to show the original invalidated 
boundaries for the West Beach and Bayview RAIDs and so violate the consistency 
provisions of the Act.  
 
ICCGMC does not oppose the modified boundaries, areas, or densities for these RAIDs as 
they are not depicted in the zoning atlas amendments adopted by Ordinance #C-02-00.  
However, ICCGMC asks that your February 22 memo be amended to make a finding of 
compliance for the new RAID boundaries, areas, and densities subject to the County 
revising its Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Code to be consistent with these new RAID 
boundaries, areas, and densities shown in the amended zoning atlas.”

 
On February 29, 2000 we received a memo from the County stipulating to that contingency to a 
finding of compliance.
 
A brief hearing was held on March 9, 2000, at the Langley City Hall.
 
Having reviewed the County’s latest actions, we find that the Bayview and West Beach 
RAIDs no longer substantially interfere with the goals of the Act and therefore lift our 
previous determination of invalidity.  We also find compliance with the Act subject to the 
County revising its comprehensive plan and zoning code to be consistent with the new 
RAID boundaries, areas, and densities shown in the amended zoning atlas.
 
This is a Final Order under RCW 36.70A.300(5) for purposes of appeal.
 
Pursuant to WAC 242-02-832(1), a motion for reconsideration may be filed within ten days of 
issuance of this final decision.
